Back:

For each quote, explain: Why does this matter?  Why is it important? What does it say about the character’s personality that isn’t obvious? How does this behavior reveal something about what the person thinks? What can we see about his or her beliefs regarding life, people, and society?  What does this quote say about his or her morality or immorality, wishes, frustrations, goals, etc?

Example of a quote with proper TLCD and CM:

(TLCD) When Lennie walks into Crooks’ room to say hello Crooks angrily tells him, (CD) “What are you doing here? Doesn't a man have a right to be alone? (45). (CM) Crooks’ anger comes from his the isolation that the racist environment he lives in forces him to endure. He is so unaccustomed to being treated with respect by white men, that even though Lennie means no harm, he reacts defensively due to years of abusive behavior from others around him.
